Welcome to US History II!  In this class we will study the evolution of the United States from the Post-Civil War Reconstruction to Contemporary America.  During this time period we will examine the political and economic factors, social reforms, military action, and important figures and ideas that contributed to the creation of the modern American nation.  Below you will find guidelines to help you on your journey.  Please read this carefully and sign in the appropriate place.

Absences and Makeup Work:

Attendance and participation are an extremely important part of this class.  Class discussions and activities are essential and, when missed, are difficult to duplicate outside of class.  It is your responsibility to find out what assignment must be made up.  I will not track you down for makeup work!  Nightly homework assignments are recorded on the board and on my website. You have as many days to make work up as you were absent. For example, if you missed two days being sick you get 2 days to make up the work.  Late work is frowned upon.  You will lose 10 points for every day it is late.  After 3 days it will no longer be accepted.  Effort is the key to success in this class! 

Homework Policy:

Students are responsible for completing all homework when it is assigned.  Late homework will not be accepted.  Homework is graded in the following manner.

· Completed homework will receive a 100

· Any homework less than complete and at least 50% done will receive a 50

· Any homework less than 50% complete will receive a 0

A pattern of incomplete or nonexistent homework will result in parental contact and a detention.
Preparation:

Please arrive to class on time and prepared every day with a writing utensil, textbook and 3-Ring binder!!! Students will not be allowed to go their lockers after the bell has rung.  Students may use pens (I prefer) or pencils but there is no pencil sharpener in my classroom so prepare accordingly.  Failure to arrive to class prepared will result in a personal teacher detention.
